Prepare to give a 
reasoned explanation of the Truth, 
and to share your story: how and 
when you made the commitment 
to personally believe on the Lord 
Jesus Christ. Honor God in your 
attitudes, thoughts, words, and 
actions. Trust in God’s promises 
to be with you, to equip and 
strengthen you, and to work in and 
through you as you serve Him and 
share His love with others.
   George asked: “Are you ready to 
serve God at a moment’s notice?” 
He shared the challenge his Dad 
had often told his young men’s 
Sunday school class: “Be ready at 
a moment’s notice to preach, pray, 
sing, or die.” He then told of a 
memorable time in 1958 when this 
challenge was put into practice: 
George’s Dad asked him, “How 
soon could you be ready to go to 

Florida?” Mary helped George 
pack, and in less than an hour, he 
was on his way. God used that trip 
significantly, making connections 
and opening doors to expand the 
Gospel Advertising Association 
“roadside missionary” project, 
which placed Gospel signs along 
US 41 and other highways. 
   Please pray for Fair Share 2021, 
especially for the needed students 
and adult leaders, and for wisdom 
and God’s direction to go through 
each possible open door safely and 
effectively. We’re endeavoring 
to put together a flexible plan to 
adapt this intensive evangelism 
outreach to the changing and varied 
COVID-19 guidelines.

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The faith community should guide the way 
on reparations for America’s history of slavery 
and racial discrimination and help the nation’s 
process of reconciliation and healing, religious 
leaders said during a panel.

“The faith community not only can lead but 
should lead, and is in a unique position to lead,” 
the Rev. Iva E. Carruthers, general secretary of 
the Samuel DeWitt Proctor Conference, said 
during the Wednesday panel organized by The 
Associated Press, The Religion News Service 
and The Conversation.

“If not the faith community, who? And if not 
now, when?” said the Right Rev. Eugene Sutton, 
the first Black cleric to hold the post of bishop 
of the diocese.

“Perhaps one of the reasons why so many in 
our society are saying, ‘Well, I can be spiritual, 
but I don’t have to belong to any religious orga-
nization,’ is because religious faith communities 
have failed to live up to their scriptures and to 
our words,” Sutton said. “We need to put our 
money where our mouth is. And reparations is 
one way to do that.”

Panelists were asked what they tell those 
who oppose reparations on the grounds that 
they’re not guilty of slaveholding or racism and 
shouldn’t be asked to pay for those crimes. Sut-
ton said it’s not about guilt but a responsibility 
to repair the damage caused.

“Reparations is not a transfer of money from 
white people to Black people,” Sutton said. “It’s 
rather what this generation will do to correct 
the wrongs that previous generations have 
started.”

For I know your willingness, 

about which I boast of you to 

the Macedonians, that Achaia 

was ready a year ago; and your 

zeal has stirred up the majority. 

Yet I have sent the 

brethren, lest our 

boasting of you 

should be in vain in 

this respect, that, as 

I said, you may be 

ready; lest if some 

Macedonians come 

with me and find 

you unprepared, we 

(not to mention you!)

y Dad often told his 
young men’s Sunday 
school class: “Be 

ready at a moment’s notice to 
preach, pray, sing, or die.”

Preach the word! Be ready 
in season and out of season. 
Convince, rebuke, exhort 
with all long-suffering and 

teaching. — 2 Timothy 4:2 
NKJV

While with Gospel 
Advertising in 1958, my 
Dad said, “Son, you’ve been 

wanting to go to Florida. 
How soon could you 
be ready to go with 
a couple of men to a 
Christian Businessmen‘s 
Committee event in 
Lakeland? They are 
leaving in about an 
hour.”

Asking Mary to go 
home with me to help 
pack, with less than one 

hour’s notice, I was on my 
way.

The days in Florida were 
momentous. I was interviewed 
on radio by the director of 
Charleston, West Virginia 
Youth for Christ about the 
“roadside missionary” project. 
Henderson Belk with the Belk 
stores, based in Charlotte, 
who had accepted Christ 
personally during the 1958 
Billy Graham Crusade there, 
was waiting to be interviewed 
next.

Mr. Belk invited me to 
ride to Orlando the next day, 
where he was meeting the 
Lindsey brothers to fly over 
proposed locations in Brevard 
County for a possible Belk 
Lindsey store. They knew the 
space race was accelerating 
and that area was booming.

On that trip, Henderson 

asked me to explain the 
Gospel Advertising “roadside 
missionary“ concept. When 
we returned to Lakeland, 
we had dinner together 
at Howard Johnson’s, and 
Henderson said, “I really like 
your idea. I want to pledge 
$5,000 to help.”

I was thrilled. We then went 
to a pre-rally prayer meeting. 
I was pouring up my thanks 
to the Lord. Henderson later 
told me he was having second 
thoughts and was asking 
the Lord to show him if he 
had done the right thing by 
pledging so quickly. He said, 
“When I looked over at you, 
George, your smile confirmed 
my decision.”

Now when He [Jesus] had 
spoken these things, while 
they watched, He was taken 
up, and a cloud received 
Him out of their sight. And 
while they looked steadfastly 
toward heaven as He went 
up, behold, two men stood by 
them in white apparel, who 
also said, “Men of Galilee, 
why do you stand gazing up 
into heaven? This same Jesus, 
who was taken up from you 
into heaven, will so come in 
like manner as you saw Him 
go into heaven.”
